as part of the ELF programme, boon low (edinburgh) has built on the jafer (java [kit] for accessing electronic resources) project (developed at oxford) to devise a broker for various OPAC and other z39.50 targets. our library people reckon it might be easy to use on targets at staffs / may just be a matter of switching on / enabling port. runs out of tomcat / uses SOAP / Axis. more work to send more complex queries / search strings but can configure to return (and save) results using your own stylesheet. 

while architecture / system requirements might not suit a lot of people, this is really useful, and doesn’t take more than a day to set up
