I want to find out about legislation?

· Westlaw UK: for full text consolidated statutes and statutory instruments

· LexisNexis : for full text consolidated statutes and statutory instruments

· Lawtel UK: to find out if legislation is currently in force.

I want to find European information?

· Westlaw UK: for primary source material and journals for commentary and analysis of European law

· LexisNexis: for primary source material and journals and newspapers

· Eur-Lex for treaties, legislation and cases.  Also useful for finding updates to legislation.
I want to find articles in journals?

· Westlaw UK: Legal Journals Index (LJI) gives you references to articles and some full text journals

· LexisNexis: many full text journals and newspapers

I want to find out about recent developments in the law?

· Westlaw UK: use the current awareness options.

· LexisNexis: look in the newspapers and in the journals.
· Lawtel UK: use the current awareness options.
I want to find out more about the area I am studying?
· Use Halsbury’s Laws of England within LexisNexis for an excellent overview of an area which is new to you.

I need a precedent for a document?

· Use Encyclopaedia of Forms and Precedents or Civil Procedure within LexisNexis
