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	Comments:

Statement 2 is a popular first choice for all the groups but group 1. This is not surprising as this statement offers a widely acknowledged interpretation of IL and in addition it describes the information provision role traditionally associated with the librarian’s professional practice.


	As a second choice IL is interpreted in a variety of ways, including as vital research skills (statement 3) required by students at all levels and by faculty staff, although the need is not always recognised, or as more traditional information skills. Groups 1 and 2  show some interesting second choice clusters  around statement 7,  indicating some resistance by library staff in taking on the role of facilitators of independent learning, and statement 8 showing that in some extreme cases IL is dismissed altogether as jargon and deemed unclear.
