How to make a reference list

Every publication that you have referred to in your assignment or essay should appear in the reference list. However, only those publications that you have referred to in your work should appear in the list. Do not list publications that you have simply looked at or read but not referred to. 

Once you have correctly recorded the details of all of the publications you have referred in your work, you should list them, sorted alphabetically by the authors’ surnames. NB: there is no need to split the list up into ‘types’ of source (websites, journals etc.) The type of source is evident from the format of the entry. Arrange the entries in alphabetical order by author’s surname.
