Mantz Yorke was, until earlier this year, Professor of Higher Education at Liverpool John Moores University.  His early career was in teaching and teacher education, after which he turned to staff development and educational research at Manchester Polytechnic.  He then spent six years as a senior manager at Liverpool Polytechnic followed by two years on secondment as Director of Quality Enhancement at the Higher Education Quality Council.  Since returning to his institution in 1994 he has researched, reflected and published on various aspects of the student experience, including assessment.  

His key note will begin to identify what formative assessment before moving fairly rapidly into why it is important, then to considering some of the features that have a bearing on teaching/learning. Professor Yorke will then ending up at the overarching level of the curriculum, considering some implications for design and implementation.  However, during his address, Professor Yorke will always have in my mind the widening participation aspect of HE, which is significant in our university.  He will close the address by posing a few key questions for discussion in our breakout groups.
