Level 5 (Sociology and CDS)

Most modules count as 15 credits and this means that students usually undertake four modules in Semester 1 and four in Semester 2. There are three different types of module at Level 5: core, award specific options and general options: -

· Core modules are compulsory and aim to give students a thorough grounding in their subject of study.

· Award Specific modules are aimed at students undertaking particular awards. You can choose which Award Specific modules you wish to do.

· General Options are offered to students on all awards and might be taken in any subject area from English Literature to Health and Medicine. (Note, however, that most core and award specific options may also be taken as general options)

The awards structures for the following Level 5 awards can be found on the next page: (1) Single-honours Sociology; (2) Single-honours CDS and (3) Joint Sociology and CDS.
Other joint students in both Sociology and CDS must take two core modules with us, in addition to the core subjects offered by their other subject.

Level 5 - Modules

AM25067-5 Crime, Justice and Punishment (15) CORE – CDS and ASP - Sociology
Contact:  Sarah Duffy
This module enables students to explore key issues in the study of the Criminal Justice system with particular emphasis on Britain together with some comparative material from the U.S.A. A major focus will be on sociological approaches to policing societies, police cultures, crises in the Criminal Justice system, custodial and non-custodial forms of punishment, victims and survivors of crime. We will examine the relationship between the Criminal Justice System and social divisions in society with particular emphasis on social class, gender, race and age. A key issue will be the contemporary Juvenile Justice system.

Assessment:  A 2500 word assignment (100%).

AM25070-5 Deviance, Dissidence and Division (15) CORE – CDS and ASP - Sociology
Contact: Ruth Waterhouse

This module introduces students to sociological theories and approaches to crime and deviance in both the public and the private spheres. Consideration will be given to the role of law in relation to personal and private moralities and the ways in which deviant and dissident lifestyles are criminalised and the role of social and political movements in resisting this process. As a necessary part of these studies, we will examine how social divisions of 'race', social class, age, gender, disability and sexuality impact on these issues. Key areas covered by the lecture and seminar programme will include new social movements such as Anti-Road Protests, Animal Rights Movements, the Women's Movement with reference to violence against women and children, the new right.

Assessment: A two-hour examination (100%)

AM25061-5 Researching the Community 1 (15) CORE - CDS (single) and Sociology (single)
Contact: Dr David Alan Gatley

This module introduces students to a range of qualitative and quantitative methods in social research.  Topics covered include:-(a)the range of approaches in social research: quantitative and qualitative methodologies.(b)aspects of practice: literature searches and literature reviews,  the in-depth interview, analysing and coding qualitative data, transcribing interviews and indexing topics.(c)different forms of interview and their rationale.(d) ethnographic research:  types of observation and records of observational work.(e)evaluation and critique of ethnographic approaches.(f)values and ethics in social research:  situating the production of knowledge - feminist perspectives.(g)quantitative research and survey methods.(h)questionnaire design:  open and closed questions, attitude questions, pre-coded questions for SPSS.(i)administering questionnaires:  designing samples and distributing questionnaires.(j)SPSS as a tool for analysing research data.(k)
the strengths and weaknesses of the survey method: problems and pitfalls in quantitative research.(l)
triangulation and its role in research design. At the start of the module students will choose a research topic to research. Whilst considerable scope will be given to students over their choice of topic students will be encouraged to choose a topic related in some way to those to be researched in Semester IV module Researching the Community 2.

Assessment: One project-based portfolio (equivalent to 2,500 words). Plus an appendices including a ten-minute transcript of the in-depth interview, questionnaire and SPSS computer output.

AM25062-5 Researching the Community 2 (15) CORE - CDS (single) and Sociology (single)
Contact: Dr David Alan Gatley

Note: In order to take this module you must have passed module AM25061-5   Researching the Community (15).

This module aims to provide students with the necessary skills and competencies for undertaking a community-based research project. In addition to teaching students the necessary research skills, the module will also look at the ethical and moral problems inherent in such research. Although many of these projects will be undertaken in collaboration with outside organisations and charities, others will be based within the University itself and the wider student community. 

Assessment: One project-based portfolio (equivalent to 2,500 words).

AM25295-5 (15 Credits) / AM25296-5 (30 Credits) Equality Matters: Issues for a Diverse Population (15 & 30 CATS) ASO – Sociology and CDS
Contact: Sandie Hope-Forest

This module enables students to examine key issues in contemporary debates concerning attitudes and values, equality and inequality and anti-oppressive practice. Consideration will be given to history and heritage as well as current human rights legislation; Issues of power, prejudice, discrimination and oppression. Key areas will include gender, ethnicity, age, impairment, sexual orientation, religion, class, refugees and asylum seekers.

Assessment: 15 credits -  One essay of 2500 words weighted at 100%, 30 credits –  One essay of 2,500 words weighted at 75%  plus one 1,500 word review of a piece of rights legislation weighted at 25% 

AM25642-5 Societies in Change (15 CATS) CORE – Sociology and ASO - CDS
Contact: Peter Beaney
You will examine the key perspectives and conceptualisations on the nature of change in the contemporary world, such as modernity and postmodernity, post-industrialism, and globalisation.  You will use these perspectives to consider major aspects of contemporary social change such as the changing global division of labour, and transformations of ethnicity, social class, and gender. The module concludes by looking at the 'dark side of globalisation in terms of case studies of international migration and global crime. Students undertaking Societies in Change (AM25642-5) should note that they will be required to pay a small fee (almost certainly under £10.00) for a pack of key readings.

Assessment: An exam preparation exercise (25%) and a two-hour unseen examination (75%).

AM25124-5 Transforming the Self & Society: Human & Community (15 CATS) CORE – Sociology and ASO - CDS
Contact: Mike Ball

The module aims to develop students' understanding of social theory by examining in detail a variety of significant theoretical approaches, developments and issues in contemporary sociology.  Topics covered in detail will vary from year to year but include, for example:-

- the use of theory in making sense of nature and culture, Durkheim and social facts

- interpretation and rationality and science

- Weber, methodological issues and theories of social action, Parsons

- symbolic and interactional analysis:  Mead and Simmel.

- the self and society:  classical theory and social order.

- the self and society:  Freud and psychoanalytic approaches.

- critical theory and the Frankfurt School. 

- Feminisms, difference and postmodernity.

- Foucault and post-structuralism.

-reflexive modernisation and risk: Giddens and Beck.

Assessment: A 2500 word essay.

AM25686-5: Big Brother is Watching You: Life in a Surveillance Society (15 CATS) ASO – Sociology and CDS
Contact: Dr David Alan Gatley 

This module introduces students to the nature and historical development of surveillance in contemporary Britain. The module begins by looking at the meaning and definition of surveillance, and the main sites in which it takes place – central and local government, policing, health and medicine, retail stores, finance and marketing, employment and personalised surveillance. The module then moves on to look at how economic restructuring, technological developments, globalisation and risk are intensifying the level of surveillance and altering its nature. Also examined are the ethical issues surrounding surveillance and the extent to which particular groups are advantaged and/or disadvantaged by it. Finally, explanations for the rise of the surveillance society are examined. Assessment: a portfolio consisting of: a 2000-word essay (weighted at  67%) and reflective diary of approximately 1,000 words (weighted at 30%).
AM25136-5 / AM25138-5 An Anthropology of Evil: Deviance, Conformity, Morality and Responsibility (15 & 30 CATS) ASO – Sociology and CDS
Contact: Dr Mike Ball

Studies of social morality encompassing notions of good and evil, crime and punishment, conformity and violence, social control and social responsibility, rights and obligations, community.  A range of illustrative materials and ethnographic case studies will be explored.  The case studies are drawn from a representative sample of theoretical and philosophical orientations, ranging from variants of structural positivism to post-modernism.  The emphasis of the module will be upon comparing a range of different cultural orientations to the opposition of good and evil, encompassing the study of community, social morality, belief systems including magic, sorcery, shamanism and legal systems.  The relationship between social structure and the individual will also be looked at.

Assessment: 15 credit students: A 2500 word essay (100%). 30 credit students: 2 x 2500 word essays (100%).

AM25750–5 (15 credits); AM25751-5 (30 credits) Commercial Sex Industry – Prostitution  
Module tutor: Sandie Hope-Forest

This module examines the commercialisation of sexual services through an examination of the attendant arrangements for the direct sale and purchase of sex including some of the following: theoretical discourses on female and male prostitution; issues of legislation and policy with regard to prostitution; the growth and implications of sex tourism and sex trafficking; ‘mail order’ brides; juvenile prostitution; issues of risk and safety; historical dimensions of prostitution. Assessment: AM25750–5 (15) 1 x 3,000-word essay / AM25751-5 (30) 1 x 2,500-word essay (50%) and a portfolio consisting of five 500-word short essays weighted at 50% 

AM25756-5 (15 credits); AM25757-5 (30 credits) Commercial Sex Industry II: Pornography 

Module tutor: Sandie Hope-Forest

This module will examine a variety of contemporary debates surrounding the production, consumption and effects of pornographic material including definitional issues with the substantive topic and the law; pornography and the representation of women; the alleged link of pornography to sexual violence; the legal position of pornographic material in the United Kingdom and the United States of America; issues related to lesbian and gay pornography; censorship, internet pornography, and pornography as a human right’s issue. Assessment: AM25756-5 (15) 1 x 3,000-word essay / AM25757-5 (30) 1 x 2,500-word essay (50%) and a portfolio consisting of five 500-word short essays weighted at 50%

SHS85208-5 Psychology of Criminal Conduct (not recommended for those without some knowledge of Psychology) – ASO – CDS only
Contact: Judy David

This module will explore some of the major psychological contributions towards understanding crime and criminal behaviour. Developmental, social and genetic contributions towards understanding the psychology of criminality and the individual experience of crime will be considered. Also included will be evaluations of the methodologies adopted by researchers in the field and the contributions of this psychological research towards understanding contemporary issues such as juvenile offending and violent offending. Not available to single-honours Sociology students.

Assessment: An unseen two-hour examination, contributing 100% of the overall module mark.

SHS82202-5: Forensic Science: Methods Of Crime Detection ASO – CDS; General Option - Sociology
Contact: Claire Gwinnett and others (School of Sciences)

The individuality of fingerprints will be discussed, along with methods of classification and comparison. The basic principles of visualisation, enhancement and recovery of fingerprints will be outlined. The impressions made by footwear, bare feet, ears, etc, will be discussed and their usefulness discussed in relation to solving crimes. The forensic examination of hairs and fibres, principally by microscopy, spectroscopic and chemical analysis, will be introduced and its relevance to solving crimes will be discussed. Analysis of paints and glass will be covered An introduction will be given to the analysis of questioned documents, including examination of paper, writing implements and inks, banknotes, credit cards, cheques and wills, typewritten, printed and photocopied documents, handwriting and indented writing, fingerprint and DNA traces. The handling of questioned documents and the techniques for destructive and non-destructive testing will be discussed. Available to single-honours Sociology students as a general option.
Assessment: A class test length two hours weighted at 65%. An assignment of 2000 words weighted at 35%
AM25515-5 Women in Modern History ASO – Sociology only

The aim of this module is to introduce you to the subject and the study of women in history.  Beginning with the question How and Why should we study women’s history we will briefly consider the changing nature of the role of women in the past , the ways in which this was ‘captured’ by historians, biographers and others and how this has become problematic in itself.  Following this we look at women and work – paid or unpaid – and the sometimes ‘difficult’ discussions between different historians regarding the approaches and interpretations of ‘women and work’. Others specific areas to be considered are women and education, the impact of war on women’s lives and experiences, women in post-WWII Britain and finally the ways in which women have protested or resisted against particular issues in the past. Not available to single-honours CDS students.
Assessment: Case Study 2,500 works in length of an area of your choice agreed with the course tutor. 

AM25631-5 US Power and the Global Political Economy ASO – Sociology and CDS
Contact Alan Russell

Following the disruptions of the inter-war years and the Great Depression the post-war period saw the industrial countries flourish under the "dollar hegemony" – but at what political cost?  From the lessons of the inter-war years, this module traces the rise and fall of the Bretton Woods system – based on the IMF, the World Bank and the GATT/WTO – and examines the importance of US economic and political power in making the post-war international economic system function.  US hegemonic leadership is examined in detail in relation to US objectives and the consequences for Europe, Japan and the developing world.  The module closes by raising questions about the place of the US in the modern global financial and production systems.  No economics knowledge is required.

Assessment: A 2,500 word essay. 
AM25412-5:
Volunteering Action and Experience 2 ASO – Sociology and CDS
Contact: Barbara Emadi-Coffin

This module will explore the concept of voluntary activity in its practical application. It is designed for those who either: i) have undertaken 40 hours (documented) of voluntary activity, ii) are currently in the process of undertaking 40 hours of voluntary activity, or iii) have found a voluntary placement and have fulfilled all preconditions so that the 40 hours of voluntary activity can be completed during the 12 weeks of the module. The module will focus on the practical activity of volunteering and on reflection on the volunteering process.
Assessment: Presentation (30%) Portfolio of 1,750 words (70%)
