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Temporary Suspension Process
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 The Critical Incident Management Group may 
be informed of the circumstances of the case. 
A risk assessment will be carried out relating 
to the case and any appropriate emergency 

measures put in place. 

Initial decision is made by the Executive or 
Fitness to Practise lead on any appropriate 
emergency measures, such as a withdrawal 

from practice or restricted access to campus. 
Student must be informed. If appropriate, the  
lead will refer the consideration to the Critical 

Incident Management Group.

The Vice Chancellor (or nominee) will consider the 
appeal against the temporary suspension within 2 
weeks of receipt. The Vice Chancellor confirms the 

outcome of the appeal to the student.

Registry will normally convene a meeting of 
the Temporary Suspension Panel within 2 

weeks  of the referral to Registry.  

The Temporary Suspension Panel will convene 
to decide whether a temporary suspension 
should be imposed and what the length and 

terms of the suspension will be. 

The student will be given one week’s
 notice of the Temporary Suspension Panel 
and will be given the opportunity to attend. 

The student may be represented by the 
Students' Union or a student friend.

Appeal is upheld

Has the student lodged an appeal against the 
Temporary Suspension Panel decision within one 

week of communication of the decision?

Registry will write to the student to confirm the 
terms of the suspension within one week. 

Student Support will meet with the student to 
offer ongoing support.

The Executive or Fitness to Practise lead will 
be informed of the outcome of the Temporary 
Suspension Panel. The Fitness to Practise lead 
will inform placement partners as appropriate. 
Student & Course Administration will note any 

suspensions and impact on the academic 
profile.  

Student Support will meet with the student 
and confirm that the interim measures will be 

lifted.
